NOW, THEREFORE, in order to achieve the 
Purpose stated above, it is mutually agreed as 
follows: 
 
1. DEFINITION OF CONFIDENTIAL 
INFORMATION

Discloser that contain any of the above 
information. 
 
2. TREATMENT OF CONFIDENTIAL 
INFORMATION 
 
The Recipient may use the Confidential 
Information only for purposes relating to the 
development of the business relationship with 
the Party that discloses Confidential Information 
under this Agreement. The Recipient may not use 
Confidential Information for its own benefit 
and/or to cause detriment to the Discloser, nor 
otherwise disclose any of the Confidential 
Information provided by the Discloser for any 
other purpose.

It is further agreed that, if requested by the 
Disclosing Party, the Recipient will destroy and 
delete any and all documents provided (including 
copies thereof) and all such materials (including 
copies thereof) prepared by the Disclosing Party 
that contain Confidential Information.

6. GENERAL TERMS 
 
(a) This Agreement shall be governed by, 
and construed in accordance with, the laws of the 
Republic Federative of Brazil.

(c) Pursuant to article 109, item I, of 
Constitution of the Republic of 1988 and article 
55, paragraph 2, of Law 8.666/93, the competent 
court to resolve any disputes resulting from this 
instrument is the Federal Court, Judiciary 
Subsection of Belo Horizonte, State of Minas 
Gerais, if they are not resolved administratively. 

 
(d) Any amendments to this Agreement 
must be in writing and signed by both Parties. 
 
 
(e) This Agreement shall not be assignable 
by either Party without the prior express written 
consent of the other Party.
